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Graphic standards

This standards guide has been created to help protect and ensure the integrity and proper usage of
Greater CoA of Heraldic Design applications. The consistent use of the elements help ensure the strength, stability
and recognizability of design itself.

Print requirements and formats

Greater CoA of Heraldic Design should never be reproduced where it is not clearly legible.

PNG - The design in PNG format's compression works well with vector-based images and files that have large areas
of solid color. PNG files support transparency.

JPG - A commonly used method of lossy compression for di%ital images.

PDF - Portable Document Format is a fi¥e format developed by Adobe to present documents, including text
formattin% and images, in a manner independent of application software, hardware, and operating systems.

Each PDF file encapsulates a complete description of a fixed-layout flat document.

Coat of Arms

Wherever possible, it is preferable to use the CoA in full color.

The CoA must only appear in the orientation shown here, and it must
never be stretched or distorted in any way. The arrangement order of
the logo elements, as well as proportions, must never he altered.
Problems with the CoA of Heraldic Design can be avoided by using
only the approved electronic copies of the artworks shown here.
